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Preface

National Sample Survey Organisation (NSSO) conducted an integrated survey
of households and non-agricultural enterprises in the informal sector during
July 1999 to June 2000. The subjects covered were household consumer
expenditure, employment and unemployment and non-agricultural enterprises
in the informal sector. The survey on non-agricultural enterprises in the
informal sector covered enterprises carrying out activities of manufacturing,
construction, trading and repair services, hotels & restaurants, transport,
storage and communications, financial intermediation, real estate, renting and
business activities, education, health and social work and other community,
social & personal service activities. Unincorporated proprietary and
partnership enterprises were treated as enterprises belonging to the informal
sector. Thisis the first-ever nation-wide survey on informal sector though in the
past NSSO has conducted surveys on unorganized sector enterprises.

This report contains information on estimated number of enterprises, workers
and other key characteristics of the non-agricultural enterprisesin the informal
sector at the all India level.

Field Operations Division (FOD) of the organisation conducted the fieldwork
for the survey and data was processed and tabulated by the Data Processing
Division (DPD) of the NSSO. Coordination and Publication Division (CPD)
coordinated the overall survey activity. The Survey Design and Research
Divison (SDRD) of the NSO developed the survey design and prepared the
report.

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Section One

I ntroduction, Concepts and Definitions

1.0 Introduction: The term ‘informal sector’ has been debated much during the last few years for
want of universally acceptable definition. Various issues relating to the concept and definition of the
informal sector were discussed in the fifteenth International Conference of Labour Statisticians a
Geneva (January, 1993) and a resolution (Resolution-11) concerning statistics of employment in the
informal sector was adopted at the end of the conference. Later, the System of National Accounts
(1993) recommended by United Nations aso endorsed this resolution with regard to the concept of
informal sector.

The concept and definition of the informa sector as per the resolution adopted at the fifteenth
Internationa Conference of Labour Statigticians (1993) is briefly presented below in paragraphs
1.0.1and 1.0.2.

1.0.1 Concept of informal sector: (a) Informal sector may be broadly characterized as conssting
of units engaged in the production of goods or services with the primary objective of generating
employment and incomes to the persons concerned. These units typicaly operae at low level of
organization, with little or no division between labour and capita as factors of production and on a
amdl scae. Labour relaions, where they exist, are based mostly on casua employment, kinship, or
persona or socid reations rather than contractua arrangements with forma guarantees.

(b) The production unitsin informa sector have characteristic features of household enterprises (see
para 1.0.3). The owners of these production units have to raise the necessary finance a their own
risk and are persondly liable, without limit, for any debts or obligation incurred in the production
process. Expenditure for production is often indistinguishable from household expenditure. The
capital goods such as building or vehides may be used indiginguishably for the busness and
household purpose. The fixed and other assets used do not belong to the production units as such
but to their owners.

(c) Activities performed by production units of the informa sector are not necessarily performed
with the deliberate intention of evading the payment of taxes or socid security contributions, or
infringing labour or other legidations or adminidrative provisons. Accordingly, the concept of
informa sector activities should be distinguished from the concept of activities of the hidden or
underground economy.

1.0.2 Definition of informal sector: (a) For statistical purpose, the informa sector is regarded as
a group of production units, which form part of the household sector as household enterprises or
equivaently, unincorporated enterprises owned by households.

(b) Within the household sector, the informa sector comprises of ‘informal own account
enterprises and the *enterprises of informal employers'.
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(¢) The informa sector is defined irrespective of the kind of work place where the productive
activities are carried out, the extent of fixed capital assets used, the duration of the operation of
enterprise (perennid, seasond or casud), and its operation as amain or secondary activity of the
owner.

1.0.3 According to the United Nations System of Nationd Accounts (Rev. 4), household
enterprises (or equivaently unincorporated enterprises owned by households) are units engaged in
the production of goods or services, which are not condituted as separate lega entities
independently of the households or household members that own them, and for which no complete
sets of accounts are available which would permit a clear distinction of the production activities of
the enterprises from the other activities of ther owners. The household enterprises include
unincorporated enterprises owned and operated by individua household members or by two or
more members of the same household as well as unincorporated partnerships formed by members
of different households.

1.1 Informal sector in the Indian context: (a) In India, the term ‘informa sector’ has not been
used in the officid gatigtics or in the Nationd Accounts Statigtics (NAS). The terms used in the
Indian NAS are ‘organised and ‘unorganised sectors. The organised sector comprises of
enterprises for which the datistics are avallable regularly from the budget documents or reports,
annua reports in the case of Public Sector and through Annua Survey of Indudtries in case of
registered manufacturing. On the other hand, the unorganised sector refers to those enterprises
whose activities or collection of data is not regulated under any legd provison and / or which do
not maintain any regular accounts. Nonavailability of regular information has been the main criteria
for tregting the sector as unorganised. This definition helps to demarcate organised from the
unorganised. For example, units not registered under the Factories Act 1948 condtitute unorganised
component of manufacturing on account of activity not regulated under any Act. In case of the
sectors like trade, transport, hotels & restaurants, storage and warehousing, and services, dl non
public-sector operating units congtitute the unorganised sector. However, the enterprises covered
under Annua Survey of Industries do not fal under the purview of unorganised sector.

(b) The Nationd Sample Survey Organisation conducted the first ever nation-wide survey on
informal sector non-agricultura enterprises during 55" round (July 1999 - June 2000). In this
survey, al unincorporated proprietary and partnership enterprises have been defined as informal
sector enterprises. This definition differs from the concept of unorganised sector used in Netiond
Accounts Statigtics. In the unorganised sector, in addition to the unincorporated proprietary or
partnership enterprises, enterprises run by cooperative societies, trusts, private and public limited
companies (Non ASl) are dso covered. The informal sector can therefore be considered as a
subset of the unorganised sector.

1.2 Other concepts and definitions used in the present survey:

1.2.1 Enterprise. An enterprise is an undertaking which is engaged in the production and / or
digribution of some goods and / or services meant mainly for the purpose of sale, whether fully or
partly. An enterprise may be owned and operated by a single household or by several households
jointly, or by an inditutiond body.
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1.2.2 Own account enterprise (OAE): An own account enterprise is an undertaking run by
household labour, usudly without any hired worker employed on a fairly regular bass. By fairly
regular basis it is meant the major part of the period of operation(s) of the enterprise during the last
365 days.

1.2.3 Establishment: Those enterprises, which have got at least one hired worker on a ‘fairly
regular basis are called establishments.

1.2.4 Proprietary enterprises. Proprietary enterprises are those where an individud is the sole
owner of the enterprise.

1.2.5 Partnership Enterprises. Partnership is defined as the ‘relaion between persons who have
agreed to share the profits of a business carried on by dl or any one of them acting for dl’.
Partners may be from the same household or they may be from different households.

1.2.6 Seasonal enterprise: Seasond enterprises are those, which are usudly run in a particular
season or fixed months of ayear.

1.2.7 Non-agricultural enterprise: All enterprises covered under Tabulation Categories ‘A’ and
‘B’ of the Nationd Indudtria Classification, NIC-1998 (see Annex-1), are"agricultura enterprises’
while the others covered under Tabulation Categories‘C’ to ‘Q’ are "nonagriculturd enterprises’.
However, in the 55" round survey, the enterprises faling under tabulation categories D to O
(except E and L) have only been covered. Therefore, the non-agriculturd enterprises belonging to
mining & quarrying (Tabulation category C), eectricity, gas and water (Tabulation category E),
public adminigration and defence, compulsory socid security (Tabulation category L), private
households with employed persons (Tabulation category P), and extra territoria organisation and
bodies (Tabulation category Q), have not been covered in this survey.

Extract of NIC 1998 giving activities covered under different tabulation categories (A-Q) isgiven a
Annex-l1 . Detaled activities coverage and their definition used in this survey are given in Annex-I |

1.2.8 Self-employed. Persons who are engaged in their own farm or non-farm enterprises are
defined as sdf-employed. There are different types of sdf-employed persons. Some may operate
their enterprises without hiring any labour. Others normaly work on their own but occasiondly hire
afew labourers. There is dso athird category who by and large regularly run their enterprises by
hiring labour. The firgt two groups of sdf-employed are known as ‘own account workers and the
third as'employers.

1.2.9 Worker: A worker is defined as one who participates ather full time or part time in the
activity of the enterprise. The worker may serve the enterprise in any capacity - primary or
supervisory. He/she may or may not receive wages/ sdaries in return to his/ her work incidental to
or connected with the entrepreneuria activity.

1.2.10 Hired worker: A hired worker is a person employed directly or through any agency on
payment of regular wage/ sdlary in cash or kind. Apprentices, paid or unpaid, are to be treated as
hired workers. Paid household workers, servants and resident workers of the enterprise are aso
considered as hired workers.
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1.2.11 Other worker/ helper: This includes dl persons beonging to the household of the
proprietor or households of the partners who are working in or for the enterprise without regular
sdary or wages. Persons working as exchange labourer in the enterprise without salary or wages
will aso be covered in this category. All unpaid household workers' helpers who are associated
with the activities of the enterprise during the reference month are consdered againgt this category.

1212 Mixed activity: There ae enterprises, which cary out a number of activities
smultaneoudy. For example, a grocery shop owner may aso sl oil from his own ghani, a doctor
may have a medica shop attached to his dispensary, a restaurant may run an STD booth in its
premises, etc. Each of such activity is treated as a separate enterprise if information for them is
separately available. If the accounts are not separable then the data pertains to the enterprise as a
whole and the enterprise will be classfied as having mixed activities and the activities of such
enterprises are a mixture of NIC's. The appropriate NIC in such cases is determined on the basis
of major activity. Mgor activity refers to the activity, which yidds maximum income / turnover /
employment. The above criteria is gpplied in the given order, i.e. income firgt, then turnover and
then employment, to determine the mgjor activity. The activities may be mixed a any leve of NIC,
but for the present survey it isrestricted to 2-digit level of NIC-98.

1.2.13 Reference Period: Last month has been used as the reference period to collect most of
the data on enterprises. Various receipts and expenses as well as employment, emolumerts, rent,
interest, net surplus and vaue added for the enterprises has been collected for the last month only.
Last month refers to the last 30 days (preceding the date of survey) for perennial and casual
enterprises irrespective of the number of days of operation. For seasonal enterprises also,
last month refers to the last 30 days (preceding the date of survey), if they have worked
continuously for the last 30 days or more (including scheduled holidays) in the current
season. Only for seasonal enterprises, which have worked for less than 30 days in the current
season, last month refers to an average month in the last working season. |f some enterprise
is unable to give information for the last 30 days and is able to give information for the last
calendar month, figures for the same have been taken. For some of the itemslike vaue of fixed
assets, amount of loan outstanding, etc., the reference period is ‘as on the date of survey’. For
some other items like net additions to fixed assets, number of months operated, number of other
economic activities taken up etc., the reference period is the ‘last 365 days preceding the date of

survey'.
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Section Two

Coverage, Sample Design and Estimation Procedure

1. General

1.1 Subject coverage: The 55" round of NSS conducted during July 1999 to June 2000 was an
integrated survey on household consumer expenditure, employment-unemployment and informa
sector non-agricultura enterprises.

1.2 Geographical coverage: The survey covered the whole of the Indian Union except (i) Ladakh
and Kargil didricts of Jammu & Kashmir, (i) villages Stuated beyond 5 Kms. of bus route in the
date of Nagdand and (iii) inaccessble villages of Andaman and Nicobar. As in the previous
rounds, dl the uninhabited villages of the country, according to 1991 census, are left out of the
coverage of NSS 55" round.

1.3 Sub round: The fiddwork of the survey was carried out during 1 July 1999 to 30™ June 2000.
The entire survey period is divided into four sub-rounds of three months' duration each as indicated
below and equa number of sample villages and blocks were alocated to each sub-round. Each
FSU is surveyed during the sub-round period to which it is dlocated. Within a particular sub-round,
the fieldwork is soread out uniformly over different months to the extent possible.

Sub-round 1:  July- September 1999
Sub-round 2:  October-December 1999
Sub-round 3:  January-March 2000
Sub-round 4:  April-June 2000

2. Sample Design

2.1 General: A draified sampling design has been adopted for sdection of the sample firg-stage
units (FSUs). The FSUs are villages (panchayat wards for Keraa) for rural areas and Urban Frame
Survey (UFS) blocks for urban aress. The Ultimate stage units (USUs) are households for
canvassing consumer expenditure and employment-unemployment schedules and enterprises for
canvassing informa sector enterprise schedule. USUs are sdected by the method of circular
systematic sampling from the corresponding frame in the FSU. Large FSUs are subdivided into
hamlet groups (rura) / sub-blocks (urban) that are grouped into two segments, and USUs are
selected independently from each of these segments. In this note, estimation procedure relevant for
edimation of characteridics relaing to informa non-agricultura enterprises has only been given.

2.2 Sampling Frame: Ligt of villages (panchayat wards for Keraa) as per 1991 Census and latest
lists of UFS blocks are respectively used for sdection of rura and urban sample FSUs. For
section of sample villages from the State of Jammu & Kashmir, list of villages as per 1981 Census
has been usad as the sampling frame. It may be mentioned that al the uninhabited villages of the
country as per 1991 Census, interior villages of Nagaland Situated beyond 5 kms. of a bus route
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and inaccessible villages of Andaman & Nicobar Idands are left out of the survey coverage of the
NSS 55th round.

2.3 Sample size (FSUs): A totad number of 10,384 FSUs were sdected for survey in the central
sample a dl-India level (rurd & urban combined) in the 55th round. Sample size for the whole
round for each State/lUT and Sector (i.e. rura/ urban) are adlocated equaly among the four sub-
rounds. Sample FSUs for each sub-round are selected afresh in the form of two independent sub-
samples. Out of the 10384 FSUs sdlected for the survey, 10170 were actudly surveyed. This
comprises of 6046 villages and 4124 urban blocks.

2.4 Stratification
2.4.1 Rural: Two specid drataare formed at the State/ UT level, viz

Stratum 1: dl FSUs with population between 1 to 100, and
Stratum 2: FSUs with population more than 15,000.

[Note: The above two drata are spread across a given state and are not confined to any particular
adminidrative divison within the Sate]

Above drata of ether type are formed if at least 50 such FSUs are there in the respective frames.
Otherwise, they are merged with the generd drata.

While forming generd drata (conssting of FSUs other than those covered under strata 1 & 2),
efforts have been made to treat each digtrict as a separate sratum. If limitation of sample Size does
not dlow forming so many drata, smdler digtricts within a particular NSS region are merged to
form a stratum. Each didtrict with rura population of 2 millions or more as per 1991 Census (1.8
millions or more as per 1981 Censusin case of Jammu & Kashmir) isas usud split into a number of
Strata.

2.4.2 Urban: Strata are formed within NSS Regions asfollows

If limitation of sample size does not dlow forming so many drata, dl blocks of stratum 7 are
merged with those of stratum 8 and al blocks of stratum 9 are merged with those of stratum 10.

2.5 Allocation of FSUs: State/ UT leve rurd sample size is dlocated among the rurd gratain
proportion to population. State/ UT level urban sample size is firgt dlocated among the three
classes of towns (i.e. 10 lakh +, 50000 to less than 10 lakhs and less than 50,000) in proportion to
population. Then sample dlocation for each of the three classes of towns, within an NSS region, is
further alocated between two Strata types congsting of - (i) HA/ 1A/ BA blocks and (i) therest in
proportion to total number of FSUsin the respective frames with double weightage given to the first
category of blocks. Stratum leve dlocations for both rural and urban areass of a sub-round are
made in even numbers in order to facilitate sdlection of FSUs in the form of 2 independent sub-
samples. Sub-sample numbers are 1 & 2 for sub-round 1; 3 & 4 for sub-round 2; 5 & 6 for sub-
round 3 and 7 & 8 for sub-round 4.

2.6 Selection of FSUs: For each sub-round, sample FSUs from each stratum are sdected in the
form of 2 independent sub-samples by following circular sysematic sampling with () probaility
proportiond to population for dl rura strata other than stratum 1, and (b) equa probability for rura
gratum 1 aswell asdl urban srata

2.7 Formation of hamlet-group (hg's) in large villages and sub-block (sb’s) in large urban
blocks: Depending upon the values of gpproximeate present population (P) and approximate total
number of nontagricultural enterprises (E), decison is taken to divide the FSU into a fixed number
of hamlet-groups (hg's - the term gpplicable for rurd samples) / sub-blocks (sb's - the term
gpplicable for urban samples) as per the rules given below:

The number (D) of hamlet-groups (hg)/ sub-blocks (sh) formed in the FSU is such that the higher of
the two vaues as per population and enterprise criteria is chosen. If vaue of P is less than 1200
(600 for certain hilly aress specified above) aswell asvaue of E islessthan 100 for an FSU, hg/ sb
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formation is not resorted to and the whole FSU is consdered for listing. In case hg's Sb's are
formed in the sample FSU, the same is done by more or less equalizing population.
2.8 Formation of Segmentswithin FSU

The hg/ S having maximum concentration of non-agricultural enterprises is sdected with certainty
for liging of households/ enterprises. This hg/ sb is referred to as segment 1. From the remaining
(D-1) hg'd db's of the FSU, two more hg's sb's are selected circular systematically and these two
sdlected hg's/ 2's together is referred to as segment 2 for doing a combined listing of households/
enterprises. Thus ligting of households/ enterprises is done only in segments 1 and 2 of the FSU.
The FSU not requiring hg/ sb formation is treated as segment 1 for the purpose of data collection
and estimation.

2.9 Stratification of enterprises

All the digible informd non-agriculturd enterprises (other than mining & quarrying and eectricity,
gas & water supply which operated at least 30 days (15 days for seasona enterprises) during the
last year in a segment (both rurd & urban) are dtratified into 12 drata by jointly congdering their
broad industry group and enterprise class. Eligible enterprises could belong to any of the 6 broad
indugtry groups, viz. manufacturing - 1, congtruction - 2, trade & repair services - 3, hotds &
retaurants - 4, transport, storage & communication - 5 and other service sector - 6. The
enterprises are classfied into two enterprise classes. Enterprise class of an enterpriseis‘1’ for Own
Account Enterprises. Enterprise class for Establishmentsis ‘2. Thus there are 12 possble strata of
various combinations of broad industry groups and enterprise classes.

2.10 Number of enterprises selected for survey

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3. Estimation Procedure:
3.1 General procedure of selection of enterprises

Sample enterprises are selected by circular systematic sampling with equal probability. Enterprises
under each stratum (i.e. segment x broad industry group x enterprise class) are arranged in the
ascending order of NIC 2-digit codes (3-digit codes for hotels & restaurants) before sampling.

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Section Three

Non-Agricultural Enterprisesin the Informal Sector

3.0 Evolution of surveys on non-agricultural enterprises. The importance of unorganised
sector and the need for gatistical information about it had been redised by the Indian plamners and
policy makers long back in 1950. The National Sample Survey Organisation (NSSO) has been
conducting periodic surveys on household-based non-agricultura activities Snce its inception. The
household gpproach of identifying the units excluded the units not owned by households, i.e.
cooperative societies, trusts, incorporated units etc. A review of the surveys conducted by NSSO
indicated that a better sampling frame was necessty to generate more useful dtatistics on
unorganised sctor. The need for basic information on enterprises on census bass and aso the
need for identifying areas of concentration of enterprises for developing more efficient sampling
designs culminated in conducting of periodic Economic Censuses and follow-up sample surveys on
non-agricultural enterprises.

3.0.1 The firs economic census was conducted in 1977. It was limited to non-agricultura
enterprises employing &t least one hired worker on afairly regular bass. The enterprises employing
a least one hired worker are cdled 'establishments. Following this census, smal establishments
and enterprises not employing any hired worker on a farly regular basis (these units are cdled
‘Own Account Enterprises (OAES)) engaged in manufacturing and repairing activities were
surveyed in 33rd round of NSS during 1978-79. In the next round (i.e., 34™ round (July 1979-June
1980)), an integrated survey, covering activities of trade, trangport, hotels & restaurants and
services was conducted.

3.0.2 The second economic census was undertaken in 1980 dong with the house- liging operations
of the 1981 population census. The scope and coverage of the second economic census was
enlarged in the sense that it covered the own account enterprises (OAES) adso. The establisments
were divided into two categories as (i) Directory Establishments (DEs) and (i) Non-Directory
Egablishments (NDEs), the difference being that the former employed a total of sx or more
workers, while the latter employed a total of five or less workers. Thus, in the second economic
census three types of enterprises were formed, viz., (i) OAESs, (ii)) NDEs and (iii) DEs. As a
follow-up to the second economic census, OAEs and NDEs engaged in manufacturing and
repairing activities were surveyed in the 40" and 45th rounds of NSS during July 1984-June 1985
and July 1989-June 1990 respectively. The trading enterprises (OAEs and NDES) were covered in
41% (July 1985-June 1986) and 46th round (July 1990-June 1991). The Directory manufacturing
and trading Egtablishments (DES) were, however, surveyed by fidd staff of NSSO under the
technica guidance of CSO.

3.0.3 A third economic census was conducted in 1990 along with the house listing operations of the
1991 population census. As afollow-up to the third economic census, the first integrated survey on
unorganised manufacture covering own account manufacturing and repairing enterprises (OCAMES),
Non-Directory manufacturing and repairing establishments (NDMES) and Directory manufacturing
and repairing establishments (DMES) was undertaken during the 51t round (July 1994-June 1995)
by NSSO. However, during 53" round (January-December 1997) only Own account (OAE) and
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Non-Directory trading enterprises (NDE) were covered by NSSO whereas the Directory Trading
Enterprises (DTE), were surveyed by fidd staff of NSSO under the technica guidance of CSO.
Besides, CSO aso conducted follow-up surveys of economic census covering activities other than
manufacturing, repairing and trade through field staff of NSSO.

3.0.4 The NSSO has mainly been designing and conducting surveys to cover manufacturing and
trading enterprises (OAEs and NDES) in the unorganised sector. For the firg time, an integrated
survey, covering wide spectrum of norragriculturd enterprises in e informa sector has been
carried out during 55" Round (July 1999-June 2000). The main difference between informa and
unorganised sector, as dready pointed out in Section One, is tha, while in the usud unorganised
sector surveys, al enterprises other than those belonging to public sector are covered, in the
informal sector, only unincorporated proprietary and partnership enterprises are covered.
Enterprises covered under Annua Survey of Indudtries (ASl) are excluded from both; the
unorganised aswdl asinforma sector surveys.

3.0.5 The main am of the surveys of nonagriculturd enterprises has been to estimate the tota
number of enterprises, number of workers, gross value added per worker in addition to other
related characteristics of enterprises.

3.1 Results: In this report, information on estimated number of enterprises, workers and other
characterigtics of the enterprises has been presented at the al Indialevel. The results are based on
the data collected during 55" round (July 1999-June 2000) from a representative sample of
6046villages and 4124 urban blocks spread over al the StatesUTs of the Indian Union. Nor+
agriculturd enterprises carrying out activities relating to tabulation categories ‘D’ to ‘O’ (except E
and L) have been surveyed. Statement O shows the non-agriculturd activities covered dong with
their tabulation category and two-digit NIC* codes:

3.1.1 Number of sample enterprises: Statement 1 gives information on the number of sample
enterprises, activity-wise and by type of enterprises (‘OAES or ‘Establishments') for rural, urban
and combined. A total of 197649 enterprises were surveyed al over India Of them, 114514 (i.e,,
58%) were from rura areas and 83135 from urban areas. Out of the tota number of sample
enterprises, 1.63 lakhs (82%) were OAEs and the rest were Establishments. Of the rurd 1.14
lakhs sample enterprises, 89% were OAESs and the rest were Establishments. In the urban aress,
73% of the sample enterprises were OAES and the rest were Establishments.

3.1.2 Estimated number of enterprises: Statement 2 gives the estimated number of enterprises,
activity-wise and by type of enterprises separatdly for rural, urban and combined. At the dl India
level, the number of non-agricutura enterprises has been estimated as 443.5 lakhs. Of these, 250.1
lakh (i.e., 56%) enterprises are located in rurd areas and 193.4 lakh in the urban aress.

The number of enterprises estimated in 55™ round has been found to be higher than the number of
enterprises found in the fourth Economic Census conducted during 1998. In the Economic Census
1998, 209.1 lakh non-agricultural enterprises were found as compared to the 55" round estimate
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of 4435 lakh enterprises. The difference is because a higher number of OAES have been estimated
both in rural and urban areas in the present survey. However, there has been underestimation of
establishments in the rura areas in the present survey as compared to the Economic Census. The
Economic Census figures exclude the states of West Benga and Andhra Pradesh. The estimate of
55th round is based on al the States/'UTs but includes only the informal sector enterprises belonging
to tabulation categories D-O (except E and L). Further, the Economic Census figures include dl
non-agriculturd enterprisesin the organised and unorganised sector.

Coverage

Manufacturing
NIC (15-37)

Manufacturing is the process of transformation of raw maerids into find
products.

All units mainly engaged in manufacturing which are not registered under
Sections 2m(i) and 2m(ii) of the Factories Act 1948, are covered under this
activity. Enterprises engaged in manufacturing of Bidi and Cigars, other than
those covered in ASl, are also covered.

Construction
NIC (45)

All units like contractors, sub-contractors, overseers, plumbers, masons,
electricians, midries for mosaic or tiles fitting, etc. connected with the
congruction activity are covered. However, own-account construction are
outsde the coverage. The sdf-employed persons engaged in construction
activity will generdly be listed in their households. But promoters’ contractors,
who have offices of their own, are listed againg their main offices, if they have
any such office.

Trading and
repair services
NIC(50-52)

Generdly, the activity of trading (wholesde as well as retal) involves only
purchase of goods and their disposal by way of sde, without any intermediate
physica transformation of goods. In wholesde trade, goods are generdly
purchased from the producer and sold to the retaller. The activities of
intermediaries (commission agents) who do not actualy purchase or sell goods
but only arange their purchase and sde and earn remuneration by way of
brokerage and commission are dso included. In retail trade, goods are generaly
purchased from the wholesaler and sold to the ultimate consumers.

Sde of agricultura produce or manufactured goods directly by the producer is
excluded. Also excluded from trade are the agency activities of intermediariesin
stock exchange, red estate and other financia matters. Free collection and sde
of agriculturd produce is excluded. Separate and digtinct trading units of
manufacturing concerns (like Sale shops of DCM, Bombay Dying, Bata Shoe,
etc.) are excluded. However, if private dealers or agents run these units, they are
covered.

Hotdls and
restaurants
NIC (55)

A hote is an enterprise, which provides lodging services with or without
arrangements for medls, other prepared food and refreshments. Dharamshaa
type lodging places are dso covered under hotels.

A restaurant generdly provides edting and drinking services where prepared
medls, food and refreshments and other snacks are sold for immediate
consumption without any provision for lodging.

Such establishments are varioudy known as restaurants, cafes, cafeteria, snack

bars, lunch counters, refreshment stands, milk bar canteens, etc. Bars and other
drinking places are aso treated as restaurants. Canteens located in offices,
factories, etc. are treated as restaurants if private contractors operate them. But
departmenta canteens run by government are excluded.

Transport,
storage and
communications
NIC(60-64)

Transport means rendering transport service to others as a business proposition.
Trangport activity relatesto the act of carrying passenger and/or goods from one
place to another. Supporting services incidental 1 transport such as packing,
freighting, travel agency etc. are dso covered under transport. Both mechanised
and non-mechanised trangport are covered. The following activities are dso
covered: (i) hackney carriages, carriage by bullock-carts/ ekkal tonga, etc. (i)
trangport by animds like horses, eephants, mules, camels, etc., (iii) transport by
man induding rickshaw-pullers, cart-operators, etc., (iv) non-mechanized inland/
ocean/ coastd and water transport, (v) pipeline transport, (vi) supporting
sarvices to land trangport like operation of highway bridges, toll roads, parking
lots, etc. and (vii) supporting services to water transport like operation and
maintenance of piers, docks, light house, loading and discharging vessdls, etc.
The operation of storage and warehouses on hire to the farm producer, dedler,
trader, processor and manufacturing enterprises, as an independent business is
covered in thissurvey.

Warehousing sarvices may be given to the private individua shouseholds dso.
Storage and warehousing services in respect of grains, other food articles, ol
seeds and other agriculturd commodities like cotton, jute and tobacco, are
included. Also included are the refrigerated storage facilities on hire to other
enterprises for potato, fruts, dairy products, fish and other food products and
aso refrigerated food locker on rentd services chiefly ddivered to individua
household. Storage of dl manufactured products including textiles, machine
toals, apparatus and equipment are to be included. Spaces for lumber, waste
and scrap materids are included. But farm produce stored by the owner of the
farm in his own godown or a degler or a manufacturer storing his commoditiesin
his own godown or warehouse are excluded from the scope of this survey. Also
excluded are the edtablishments of Centrd Warehousing corporation, State
Warehousing Corporations and the warehousing by the Centrd and State
Governments. Lockersin commercid banks and in other type of enterprises for
safe storage of precious belongings are aso excluded.

All enterprises providing communication services, not owned by governmernt,
Public Sector undertakings, local bodies and corporate sector, are covered.
This will include courier services, ISD/STD/ PCO booths; Voice Mail Services
through computer networking, Video/fax services, phone plus services, voiced
and non-voiced leased circuits, tdex/FAX/data services through computer
network, radio paging, cellular mobile teephone services, and audio services
€tc.
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Financid All financid intermediation activities like, financid leasing, activities of hire-

purchase financing, life insurance agents, non-life insurance agents, adminisiration
of financid markets, sock brokers, actuaries, financidadvisors, etc. are
covered.

Red edate,
renting and
business activities
NIC (70-74)

Red edtate activities are covered under NIC code 70. They include activities
like: (i) purchase, sde, letting and operating of red edtate i.e. resdentia/non
resdential buldings, (i) deveoping and sub-dividing red edtate into lots, (iii)
lessors of rea property and (iv) real edtate agents, brokers and managers
engaged in renting, buying and sdlling, managing and appraising redl estate on a
contract or fee basis. Letting out of an accommodation is not included except in
case of red edtate agents running such abusiness.

Renting of machinery and equipment will be covered under NIC 71. Note that a
household hiring out machinery & equipment or household durables ard dso
treated as an enterprise. All business activities classifiable under NIC codes 72
to 74 are covered in this survey.

Stamp vendors are not covered here but covered under retail trade.

Education
NIC(80)

Only such educationd inditutions are induded which are under proprietary or
partnership control. Research and scientific services rendered by ingditutions and
laboratories are dso covered provided they satisfy the above criterion. These
may be engaged in ressarch in biologica, physca and socid sciences.
Meteorologica inditutes and medica research organizations belonging to the
informal sector are dso included. Management training inditutes, computer
training centres, Nursing schools, schools of music, drama, dance, modelling,
fashion designing, yoga and physica education and general coaching centres
(e.g. for various competitive examinations) etc. are to be covered. Private tutors
ae covered only when the person (tutor) is giving tuition in his own
house/coaching centre.

Hedth and socia
work
NIC (85)

All enterprises engaged in hedlth and medical services other than those owned
by government, public sector undertakings, loca bodies or corporate sector are
covered, irrespective of the system of medicine.

All dispensaries, clinics and consutation chambers run by doctors are adso
covered. The survey aso covers activities of veterinary services including bird
hospitals. An employed doctor and para-medica person (such as midwife, da,
efc.) doing private practice is covered and higher private practice aone is
consdered as an enterprise. Included in this activity are dl kinds of hedlth clubs.
Big hospitals like Escort, Apollo, Peerless, etc. are not covered as they belong
to the corporate sector.

NIC (90-93) It may be noted tha individuas serving as housemaids, cooks, gardeners,

governess, baby stters, chowkidars, night watchmen, etc. are in generd outside
the coverage of the present survey. However, if such activities are provided by
some agencies againgt prescribed fees, those agencies will be treated as
enterprises under NIC 93. For example, an agency, which supplies baby ditters,
or night watchmen, with some profit margin, is covered in this survey.

Activities such as agriculture, fishing, mining and quarrying, eectricity, gas and water supply, public
adminigtration & defence, compulsory socia security, private households with employed persons
and extraterritoria organisations & bodies are excluded in coverage.
